2000 visioning task force's recommendations, MCECC underwent
reorganization in the late 1990s and became a separate 501(c) (3)
organization. Many of the original 1991 members still belong to MCECC.

MCECC has spearheaded a number of worthwhile projects, from pollution
prevention with local industries to helping to site the W.G. Jackson research
vessel in Muskegon. The Muskegon County Land Use Task Force formed in

Environmental Coordinating Council 1995 as a committee of MCECC, and the Muskegon Area Environmental

Excellence Awards, a well-known annual event, merged with the MCECC in
1996 and is now an MCECC project. MCECC also hosts other active committees that address issues such as
water quality, air quality, and environmental education.

MCECC has published this guide in response to consistent questions over the years about recycling in
Muskegon. The publication is set up in five sections: 1) introductory material, general information, a section on
"green consumerism,” and definitions; 2) a guide to Muskegon County municipal and curbside services, with a
chart of what each offers; 3) specific recyclable items by category, including general tips and information,
referring to sites in the alphabetical listing; 4) a chart featuring Muskegon County recycling sources at a glance,
set up to hang on the refrigerator or wall; and 5) an alphabetical directory of recycling sites.

MCECC suggests using the businesses closest to home first, but some items may be recyclable only by more
distant companies. Recycling clubs with neighbors or friends, where items are saved up and collected for
transport at certain intervals can reduce the expense and inconvenience of shipping or transporting materials out
of the area. For more information on this concept, please call (231)557-2915.

This guide is primarily for the use of households and small businesses. MCECC promotes industrial recycling
and waste exchange, and encourages industries investigate the savings and other direct and indirect benefits of
recycling. One source for more information is the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality Internet
Michigan Materials Exchange and Market Directory (Go to www.michigan.gov/deq, click on pollution
prevention [left side bar], click on recycling [left side bar], and then on Michigan Recycled Materials Market
Directory, middle of the page under on-line services.

Finally, a word of caution is in order. Printed information, such as this guide, may quickly become out of date in
rapidly changing fields. Changes often occur with recycling businesses and organizations. ALWAYS CALL
AHEAD before taking items to a site. Some may have fees or accept items only by appointment. You may also

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GREEN CONSUMERISM

Reducing the total amount of waste headed to the landfill helps the environment in many ways, from reducing
the fuel used to transport it to the disposal site, as well as using fewer resources in the production process. To
quote from Conserveatree, "Source reduction product can be defined as a product that results in a net reduction
in the generation of waste compared to the previous or alternate version and includes durable, reusable and
remanufactured products; products with no, or reduced, toxic constituents; and products marketed with no, or
reduced, packaging.”

Getting Started.

A good place to start is to seek out and purchase products with recycled content. The more often vendors hear

customers ask for recycled products, such as recycled paper, the more markets will open up for recycling waste.

Other green consumer practices:

e Become a "conscious consumer’ and get familiar with the entire life cycle of a product, from the
amount and nature of the raw materials used to produce it to the amount of packaging to the possibility of
the company recycling the product's components or packaging. Buy the product with the least impact.

e Stop junk mail delivery. Go to www/obviously.com/junkmail/ to find out how to eliminate and reduce
junk mail. The Direct Marketing Association estimates that listing mail preferences service will stop 75% of
national mailings. Send a postcard or letter to DMA Mail Preference Service, PO Box 9008, Farmingdale,
NY 11735-9008. Include complete name, address, zip code and a request to "activate the preference
service."

e Shop at used clothing, household goods, and furniture stores. Some of these are listed on page 12.

e Buy in bulk to avoid packaging, either through a department of your local store, or by going to stores that
specialize in bulk sales.

e See the Household Hazardous Waste section for tips on how to reduce the amount of toxics in the
home.

e Use cloth shopping bags or take advantage of stores that allow you to return and reuse paper bags
that you have received. The web site clothbag.com is a good starting point.

e Bring containers from home for restaurant leftovers.

PREPARING MATERIALS FOR RECYCLING

These are general suggestions for preparing the most common types of recyclable waste. Please call the
individual recycler for more information on less common materials.

e PAPER: Place clean materials in a paper grocery bag, including eligible boxboard cardboard. Remove
all wax or foil liners from boxes. Do not include waxed paper, napkins, paper plates, paper towels,
carbon paper or anything soiled.

e CLEAR GLASS (food and beverage containers): Remove lids and rinse clean. Do not include Pyrex,
ceramic plates or cups, light bulbs, mirrors, window glass, or bottle caps.

e METALS (see definitions under Metal, Acceptable Products): Empty and rinse cans to remove food
residue. Flatten if possible. Do not include cans with aluminum foil attached to plastic jar, or bottle lids
or caps; or any metal container that has held toxic or hazardous substances, including paint.

o #2 HDPE PLASTICS (milk jugs, shampoo bottles, cleaning products, anything with the
HDPE/recycle/2 symbol on the bottom): Remove and discard caps. Rinse clean and flatten. Do not
include Styrofoam or disposable diapers. Please see Definitions for categories of plastic and do not mix
different types of products.



HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL

Household hazardous waste is usually generated from the following sources: repair and remodeling (adhesives,
glues), cleaning agents (disinfectants, degreasers); pesticides and insecticides; vehicle maintenance products
(waxes, brake fluids -- also see section on auto recycling), and some hobby and recreation items such as glues,
inks, artists' thinners, lighter fluid, etc. Read the labels and look for these indicators:

e TOXIC -- Poisonous or lethal when ingested, touched or inhaled even in small quantities, for example,
rat poison, weed killers, mercury

e FLAMMABLE - easily catches on fire, for example, lighter fluids, oil-base paints, thinners

e CORROSIVE -- eats away materials and living tissue by chemical action, for example, lyes, acids, oven
cleaners, toilet bowl cleaners

e REACTIVE -- creates an explosion or produces deadly vapors, for example, bleach mixed with
ammonia based cleaners.

Household hazardous waste collections are not necessarily recycling programs; they are merely programs to
help dispose of hazardous items safely. Therefore, avoid purchasing these products whenever possible. There
are many non-toxic cleaners and eco-friendly "bug sprays"” on the market. Tips and recipes for safe cleaning and
pesticide methods can be found in "Simple Solutions to Water Pollution,” available from Muskegon
Conservation District, (231) 773-0008. The Lake Michigan Federation website has some of these recipes; go to
www.lakemichigan.org and search for "Simple Solutions to Water Pollution."

In addition, non-profit agencies might be able to use the remaining portion of these products. For example, local
theaters can use leftover paint for scenery. Muskegon Civic Theatre will take latex paints only, not oil-based. To
donate, please call (616) 722-3852. Also, check with a local high school drama department. (Latex paint can
also be dried. Use wood chips to speed up the process, and put into the normal trash collection.) Habitat for
Humanity takes donations of a variety of items for use in construction of homes for low-income families; please
see page 11 for more information. If household hazardous waste remains after all reuse options have been
exhausted, there are the following:

In Muskegon County, Household Hazardous Waste collection is by appointment only through the Muskegon
County Department of Public Works, (231) 724-6411 during designated weeks, announced in the newspapers.
This program accepts waste such as mercury-containing items, pesticides, adhesives, household batteries,
degreasers, pool chemicals, fungicides, household cleaners, fertilizers and solvents.

Muskegon County residents can dispose of farm and other pesticides through Clean Sweep, a free program to
help Michigan residents safely dispose of banned and/or unused pesticides. The closest Clean Sweep location is
Zeeland. Please call (616) 494-5569 or (616) 393-5638 for more information.



DEFINITIONS

Terms referred to in this publication or used by recycling companies:

Antifreeze - ethylene glycol/water mixtures or the slightly safer propylene glycol. There are two types of
recycling businesses: 1) those that filter and chemically treat and 2) those that distill.

Appliances - Large appliances such as refrigerators, washing machines, driers, air conditioners, etc.
Refrigerants and coolants must be removed before the item can be recycled. (Call to find out if the recycler
will do this for a fee.) The recycling industry refers to these items as "white goods."

Bark - Tree bark and debris.

Batteries, Dry Cell - Solid electrolytic batteries, including alkaline, carbon zinc, lithium, mercury, nickel
cadmium, silver, etc. This material may test as a hazardous waste. The recycling company may need to be
licensed to manage hazardous waste.

Batteries, Lead Acid - These batteries are used primarily in transportation vehicles and may test as a hazardous
waste.

Boxboard - Paper commonly used for cereal boxes and other consumer goods. Same as paperboard.

Brown Glass - Brown or amber colored glass used for beverage bottles and food jars.

CFCs - On July 1, 1992, it became illegal to knowingly vent ozone-depleting compounds used as refrigerants
into the atmosphere while maintaining, serving, repairing, or disposing of air conditioning or refrigerating
appliances. This material may test as hazardous waste. It may be exempt from hazardous waste regulations
if it is reclaimed.

Clear Glass - Colorless glass for beverage bottles and food jars. The material is called "flint" by the glass
industry. Flint glass has higher value than other recycled glass.

Computer Paper - White sulphite or sulphate paper used in data processing. Known as CPO (Computer
Printout) in the recycling business. Excludes computer paper with ground wood. (Paper processors use a
chemical test to determine the presence of ground wood.)

Construction Debris - Scrap pieces of lumber and building supplies from construction sites.

Cutting Fluid - This can come in two varieties: synthetic and oil-based. Used oil-based cutting fluids can be
treated as used oil.

Ferrous Metals - Metals that contain iron. (Metals that do not are called Non-Ferrous.)

Fiber Drums - Used mainly to ship and store non- hazardous products and liquids. They generally come in 30
and 55 -gallon sizes. These may have fiber sides with metal ends.

Fluorescent Bulbs - The bulbs are hazardous waste. A recycling facility may have to be licensed to manage
hazardous waste. Several states have banned landfill disposal of these items because of the possibility of
leaching hazardous materials. Generally, these bulbs need to be packaged carefully for shipment to a
recycler since most companies will not accept broken bulbs. Always contact the recycler to get preparation
instructions.

Grass - Lawn and yard mower clippings.
Green Glass - Green colored glass used for beverage bottles.

High Grade (Paper) - High grade office paper, such as letterhead or bond quality paper, which is uncoated and
untreated, white or off-white, sulphite or sulphate paper. Paper may have any color of print on it.
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Light Bulbs - Incandescent light bulbs. Few companies recycle these items due to the number of components
that need to be separated before material can be reclaimed.
Lube Grease - Lubricating grease.

Metal Drums -These containers come in two varieties: open head and closed head. Open head metal drums are
used to ship and store powders, dry materials and wastes. Closed head metal drums are used for liquids.
Sizes vary between 5 and 55 gallons.

Mixed Office Paper - Mixtures of white and colored sulphite or sulphate paper used in offices, excluding paper
with wax, carbon paper and plastics. Termed "file stock."

OCC - Old corrugated containers. Clean corrugated containers that have no more than a small amount of plastic
tape on the surface.

Oil Filters - Oil filters contain residual oil, metal and fiber.

ONP - Old newsprint, in other words, newspapers.

Organic Waste - Produced wherever there is human habitation. The main forms of organic waste are food
waste, agricultural waste, and human and animal waste.

Other Glass - This includes forms of glass not otherwise classified such as ovenware, drinking glasses, mirrors,
plate glass with solar shield coating, etc.

Paperboard - Paper commonly used for cereal boxes and other consumer goods. Same as boxboard.

Pallets - Used wooden pallets. May also include used metal, corrugated cardboard and plastic pallets.

Plastic Drums - Plastic drums vary in size from 1-gallon pails to 55 gallon drums. Plastic drums and barrels are
used for shipping and storing acids, soaps, non- hazardous/non- flammable liquids, petroleum products,
paints, solvents, oils and resins.

PSF - Power steering fluid.

Sawadust - Residues from sawing, sanding, and other wood finishing processes.

Scrap Lumber - Used lumber. Includes plywood, wood particleboard, and shredded lumber.

Solvents - Common types of recyclable solvents are the aliphatics (hexane, heptanes, Stoddard solvent, mineral
spirits), aromatics (toluene, xylene), keytones (acetone, methyl ethyl ketone, methyl isobutyl ketone), esters
(ethyl acetate, butyl acetate), alcohols (butyl, methyl, isopropyl), chlorinated solvents (methylene chloride,
perchloroethylene, trichloroethylene, 1,1,1 trichlorothane and 1,1,2 trichlorotrifluoroethane).

Stumps/Trees - Materials generated from areas being cleared for development.

Textiles - Woven with non-woven fibrous materials of any kind

White Goods - This is a recycling industry term that refers to large appliances such as refrigerators, washing
machines, air conditioners. For the purposes of this directory, white goods will be listed under "appliances.”

Yard Waste - Leaves, grass clippings, garden debris, shrubbery and bushes.



CURBSIDE AND MUNICIPAL PROGRAMS

Many waste haulers provide curbside recycling. Currently, most haulers offer this service upon request without
an extra charge. Each company has different rules for recycling and pick-up. These companies are listed under

BATTERIES

Almost all batteries can be recycled. An exception is Liquid Nickel Cadmium, a heavy-duty battery which would
almost never be found in a home. Dry Cell, Nickel Cadmium (or NiCd), Nickel Metal Hydride, Carbon, and
Lithium lon are indications of some of the components that make up batteries (and of how they are recycled),
but not of their uses. The basic difference in terms of their uses is rechargeable versus single-use, sometimes
called "flashlight™ batteries. Rechargeable batteries are found in cameras, camcorders, cell phones, etc., while
single-use refers to the everyday battery that might be put in a toy or small radio. There are a lot of places that
recycle rechargeable, but many fewer who will take sing-use batteries of any kind. (See "All Batteries.")

Some brand names of dry cell batteries are Odyssey and Hawken. If you are not sure what kind of battery you
have, call one of these recyclers and ask.

NOTE: If not recycled, batteries should be considered household hazardous waste. Muskegon County
Household Hazardous Waste program will accept them; please see page 3 for more information.

ELECTRONICS

Most electronic goods are complex in terms of breaking down the components and elements for recycling. In
computers, for example, there are three major materials to be captured: plastics, metals, and glass. Some of
these contain hazardous substances, such as lead in the glass on the monitor. It is important to think in terms of
reducing your electronics purchases, and donating old electronics for reuse intact if they're still working, or in
parts to create new electronics goods. Most of the companies that reuse parts of computers do their best to
recycle what they are unable to use, but it is good to call and check.

There is an Electronics Waste Recycling initiative underway in West Michigan with a goal of drawing
companies to the area that recycle the component materials in different ways. Please check www.mcecc.org or
www.recyclemuskegon.org for information on how this effort is progressing.

FURNITURE, CLOTHING, HOUSEHOLD ITEMS (Reuse

Reusing durable goods prevents a large volume of waste from reaching a landfill. Reuse shops may be found in
the yellow pages under "Thrift Shops,” or under the specific item followed by either "Used,” "Bought and Sold,"
"Resale,” or "Consignment.” (Consignment shops should offer donors a percentage of the sale price if the item
is sold.) In the Muskegon white page directory, some of the names to look up are "Goodwill Industries,"
"Nearly New Shop," "Rescued Treasures," "Salvation Army," "Every Woman's Closet,"” "Shell's Closet,"
"Second Impression™ (Grand Haven), and "Valueland.”" Most of these take a broad range of clothing and
household goods. "Toys Are Used" in Grand Haven specializes in toys only. There are also many local
churches which run thrift shops.

Goodwill Industries is the only reuse shop in the alphabetical listings and on the chart, and may be
taken as an example for the larger non-specialty thrift stores. Charitable organizations are often looking for
donations, and will give a tax receipt (as will some reuse shops). These can be found in the yellow pages under
"Associations," "Senior Citizens' Services,” and "Social Service Organizations.” For example, Every Woman's
Place accepts items both for its used goods store and to use in the services they provide for displaced women
and teenage runaways. Before throwing out furniture or household goods, check with local charities, non-
profits and schools, which may be able to use them in their offices or know of someone on a low or fixed income
who could use them. Muskegon Family Care has an exchange program for used goods in its offices.

Museums may want arts and crafts items donated (Muskegon's West Michigan Children's Museum (231)
755-3478; Muskegon Museum of Art, which has children's education programs, (231) 720-2570. The Learning
from Scratch Recycle Products store in Grand Rapids offers "inexpensive and unique art and educational
supplies.”

#2: HDPE or High Density Polyethylene; for example, milk bottles, detergent bottles

#3: PVC or Polyvinyl Chloride (flexible or rigid); for example, food wraps, vegetable oil bottles, vinyl siding,
blister packs

#4: LDPE/LLDPE or Low Density Polyethylene and Linear Low Density Polyethylene; for example, shrink
wrap, dry cleaning bags, grocery bags

#5: PP or Polypropylene; for example, margarine and yogurt tubes and caps

#6: Polystyrene (PS) including expanded (foam) and rubber modified polystyrene -- foamed plastic
(trademarked name is Styrofoam); for example, egg cartons

#7: Miscellaneous other plastics, such as ABS (Acrylonitrile-Butadiene-Styrene), Acetate (Cellulose Acetate),
Acrylic (Methyl Methacrylate), Nylon (Polyamide), PU (Polyure- thane), Engineered or Mixed
Thermoplastics

In most cases, these numbers are printed on the bottom of the container. The most common category
accepted for recycling is number 2 or HDPE
